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Suggested tattoo aftercare


Leave your bandage on for 4-6 hours. Upon removal of bandage wash gently with basic soap and water. Unscented undyed soaps work best. Pat to dry and apply a small drop of Lubriderm or other basic hand lotion. Massage gently into skin. Do not coat your tattoo in lotion! A little drop is plenty. No other ointments or treatments are necessary and may do you more harm than good. No Neosporin, bag balm, or any other such thing.


Do not rebandage the area. Repeat washing and applying lotion 2-3 times a day. The tattoo will scab and the resulting scab will flake off. Do not scratch or pick at any scabbing of your tattoo, it may result in loss of color and/or harder healing, irritation or infection. When the scab falls off you will notice a shiny area where it once was. This is new skin growth and while it is still shiny, it often obscures the tattoo underneath. Care during this stage of your healing is reduced to occasional application of lotion if the area becomes dry or itchy.

Avoid direct sunlight on the tattoo for at least 10 days

Avoid chlorinated water for at least two weeks

Avoid water spraying directly on the tattoo while showering

Avoid soaking the tattoo or exposing to excessive heat
